Minutes

The BAC approved the minutes from the meeting of June 3-4, 2003 after amending them to include C. Randall Nuckolls who represented the Section on Forestry at the last meeting and was inadvertently omitted.

Fiscal Year 2004 Update
Larry LaRocco, Tim Sanders, and others from the BRT provided an update on FY 2004 and reported:

Budget Allocations

· The 302(b) budget allocations were much worse for the Agriculture Appropriations Subcommittees than any of the other 12 appropriations panels. 

· This was the first time in recent memory that the Agriculture Subcommittee’s allocation was lower than the previous year.

CSREES - House Action

· The House made some slight increases in formula fund line items, but otherwise took the lower number between the president’s budget request and the FY 2003 enacted level.

· The House agreed to the president’s proposed $16 million for agro-security, but cut the NRI by a corresponding amount (compared to last year).

· The House went from 19% to 20% on indirect cost recovery.

CSREES - Senate Action
· Senator Kohl (D-WI), ranking Democrat Senate Agriculture Appropriations Subcommittee, was the principal champion for the NRI, pushing to have that line item funded at $200 million. In the end, Senator Bennett (R-UT), the subcommittee chairman, was able to raise the NRI to $180 million, some $14 million over the FY 2003 enacted level.


Homeland Security

· With respect to the $10 million marker “laid down” in homeland security, the bill was new and consequently both House and Senate Homeland Security Appropriations Subcommittees decided against earmarks. The House report did, however, direct the Secretary of Homeland Security to work with USDA to identify “gaps” in the agro-security arena.

Consistent with BAC policy in the past, the committee instructed the BRT to compare the House and Senate marks and support the higher levels, wherever they occurred.

Fiscal Year 2005 Roadmap

The BRT proposed a roadmap for working with the Fiscal Year 2005 budget and appropriations cycle. In the discussion that followed, the following points were made:

· The roadmap is a work in progress and is intended to be an outline of what the BAC would like to accomplish next year.

· The BAC needs to be “ahead of the process,” particularly in light of the extreme budgetary pressures likely to face the Appropriations Committees next year and into the near-future.

· The BRT would like to have the FY 2005 roadmap and accompanying materials “put to bed” by the NASULGC Annual Meeting in November 2003.

· In addition to CSREES and Homeland Security, the BAC (acting through the BRT) will look at funding opportunities in other appropriations bills, including Energy and Water, Interior, and Labor-HHS.

Themes and Messages

Bill Black and Jeff Weintraub from Fleishman-Hillard led the discussion on themes and messages and made the following points:

· The BAC needs to develop some overarching themes to support its funding requests.

· The BRT needs information from the family about “success stories” related to the themes and information about “what could be done with more money.”

Following a spirited and wide-ranging discussion, the BAC identified four key themes for the FY 2005 budget/appropriations session:

1. Healthy Society: Understanding the links between human health and nutrition, with a particular emphasis on the problem of obesity.

2. Natural Resources Security: Protecting natural resources from natural or introduced threats.

3. Environmental Stewardship: Enhancing environmental stewardship through new agricultural technologies and approaches.

4. Product-Based Agriculture: Helping American agriculture transform itself from a commodity-based to more of a product-based system.

Chairman Payne then asked the BAC to start thinking about people to serve on the working teams to help the BRT develop the agreed upon themes.

The meeting was adjourned at 5:12 p.m.

The meeting started with a reiteration of the themes that had been agreed upon during Saturday’s meeting.. There was also discussion that underlying each of the themes would be emphasis on building capacity and infrastructure in the minority land-grant institutions across all three missions.

The themes will be “tweaked,” depending upon to whom “the ask” is being made and the appropriate interests of each agency. The BAC does not want to lose focus on the 1890 institutions. The end product will be the justification to support financial requests. The question of the value of partnering was discussed. Since the Department of Homeland Security is a new entity, new relationships need to be built.

The Farm Bill provides a perception of large surpluses of commodities and weak agricultural prices. The BAC needs to be prepared for this perception and include something under product-based agriculture.

To develop the BAC’s marketing focus for each department, budget priority teams were identified. Potential individuals to be included, in no priority order are set forth in the attachment.

Stacy Bohlen stated that the 1994 institutions would provide a list of potential team members as well. The convener of each group is to be a member of the BAC. Each team needs to have representation from each type of institution. Budget Priority Teams will provide specifics on each topic to the BRT.

NASULGC (through Eddie Gouge) will set up conference calls for each of the Teams. Bill Black asked for specific information. Stacy Bohlen offered the booklet Tribal Colleges as Engaged Institutions. Nancy noted that the EFNEP materials were on the NASULGC website and Pat Reid provided several pieces on natural resources information.

Larry LaRocco addressed the need to tie the CARET activities closely to these areas of focus such as Madeline Mellinger’s interest in EFNEP. 

A copy of the CARET budget was reviewed and a recommendation formulated for the Policy Board of Directors. The auditors recommended that CARET have a one-year operating budget as carry forward. AHS voted not to support a CARET meeting in conjunction with the Annual Meeting of NASULGC so that line went to zero. The increase in the CARET/AHS meeting line is to cover the cost of the September CARET meeting. CARET serves as a support group to the BAC.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:35 am so that Chairman Payne, Vic Lechtenberg, and the BRT members might attend the Policy Board of Directors meeting.
